Who Should Attend?
Cursillo is for the development of  Christian leaders 

who wish to strengthen their spiritual lives, may 

have unanswered questions about prayer, study, and 

sharing their faith, and understand that being a 

Christian involves responsibility.

Participants must have a sponsor who has attended 

Cursillo and is responsible for preparing you for the 

weekend as well as introducing you to the Ultreya 

(reunion group) in your area after you attend.  

If  you are married, both you and your spouse may 

attend the same Cursillo weekend, but it is not 

required.

Fee to Attend
The fee to attend Cursillo as a pilgrim, which is 

the name for first-time participants, is $150, which 

includes all meals and lodging. A $25 application 

fee is due when your application is submitted and 

applied to your weekend fee. Scholarships are 

available, based on need, so do not let the cost 

prohibit you from attending.

Your Cursillo Weekend

directors, emphasize:

•	 the meaning of  grace and the Sacraments

•	 the need for prayer and ways of  living life in 

union with God.

Each weekend is interspersed with prayer, songs, 

recreation, laughter, and moments of  reflection 

and silence.
